A pump trackisa cycling feature that consists of a series of rollers and bankedturns that a rider can pump
and make loops onthe track using the features to gain speedwithout pedaling. Itis an accessible, free and
fun community asset which canbe used by the youngest rider on a push bike toan expertrider heading out
on to the Three Blind Mice trail network.

"The pump trackat Poplar Grove Rdisa fun, skill-building public space that canbe used by all levelsand
ages of bike enthusiast. We look forward to sharing the pump track with the local community for years to
come and congratulate all partiesinvolved with bringing this project together. This was truly a grassroots
group effort,” said Travis Kroschinsky, PACAmember.

The pump track projectisvaluedat over $40,000 and was initiatedand managed by the dedicated
volunteers of PACA.PACA fundraised and solicited in-kind donations from local businesses and members.
The club paidfor the design and foundational build.Labour, machine costs and materials were donated by
local businesses. The City of Penticton gave the use of the land, assisted with project management, and
providedthe concrete onthe perimeter slopes.
