Often, time can be of the essence 
when it comes to evacuations,” she says. “Taking the time to have that plan, which includes plan for 
children and animals, preparing a grab-and-go bag, knowing where important documents like your 
insurance papers are, can save valuable time in case you do need to leave in a hurry.”
